On the Livingstone Trail,  follow the route that David Livingstone used to access the Falls.  Explore the magnificent Zambezi River, stretching back above the falls, with its intricate islands, channels and rapids. Livingstone, camped along the banks of the Zambezi, very close to where you will overnight during your two nights on the river.  He was paddled in a Makoro, by Lozi tribesmen, a tribe still resident in the area. The game was excellent at the time so his sightings must have been brilliant, and fortunately, the Zambezi National Park on the upper reaches of the river, for the first two days of this trip is still very much untouched even though it is so close to the Falls. 

On this trip you will be accompanied by a professional guide, who will be instrumental in sharing with you insightful information about your encounters and experiences, through their extensive knowledge.  In their company, the unbounded intricacies and diversity of the bush, bird and wildlife become truly captivating.  You will have the opportunity to experience the pristine African bush.
